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Covid-19 Emergency: Parental advice leaflet for fractures of the shoulder and arm


Children often carry Covid-19, without symptoms, and there is a national directive to limit the likelihood of spread during hospital visits.
The purpose of this document is to inform you that the treatment your child has received has been slightly modified to accommodate these exceptional circumstances but reassure you that it is very likely to result in complete healing of the fracture and return to normal function.

Non-operative (Sling) treatment
Your child has a fracture (break) of one of the bones of the shoulder or arm. These fractures are common in children and can usually be treated without surgery even when a normal service is possible. 

Likely Outcome
The pain will settle over the first week after the injury. Make sure that your child keeps their arm in the sling for the first week and the pain will recover during this period. Encourage your child to gently wiggle their fingers and start making a fist as the pain settles.

The fracture is highly likely to heal in a good position with normal function of the arm. Even if the fracture does not heal perfectly, it is likely to improve with growth and it will generally function very well.

Most fractures heal within 4 to 6 weeks and your child can then begin to return to gentle activities.
More strenuous activities, or those where your child may fall (such as trampolining and contact sports), should be avoided for 2 months.

Home rehabilitation
After sling removal, the shoulder and elbow may be stiff, but function will usually return to normal within a few months.
Physiotherapy is usually not required, but your child should regularly perform bending and straightening exercises of the elbow and normal movements of the shoulder, provided this is not uncomfortable. 

Seek Immediate advice if:
· Your child is complaining of worsening pain, not controlled by simple painkillers or is unable to fully straighten their fingers because of pain
· The fingers become swollen, and/or an abnormal colour, or your child says they feel tingling in their fingers or increasing pain when moving them.
